While IPSE Grants cover tuition costs, the current allocation does not
fully fund the scholarships to include mandatory IPSE-specific fees
that students must pay along with tuition. IPSE program fees are not
typical campus or student fees, but additional costs that provide the
necessary staff & resources to support IPSE students.
